3.  Matters arising 


3.1 Children’s consultation
	     It was felt to be a very positive piece of work. Gordon has raised two 	     of the suggestions made by the children with the Sturton by Stow  	     Parish Council: 
· The need for a play park on the south side of Sturton. Dennis confirmed that they had approached Acis about a plot of land, but they said they had other plans for the site. There is no other obvious site at present. 
· Accessibility for wheelchair users. Dennis will follow up with the Parish Council. It was noted that the equipment is very expensive.
      	     Paula commented that she had made a note of this point for Stow, 	     but their play park is very small with only a limited range of 	  	     equipment to allow space for football.

3.2 Youth Club feedback 
	    Marcus and Jack are doing a report on the work done, but it has not 	    yet been received. Carol has not yet received the claim for 	  	    refreshments.

3.3     Meeting with Nev Brown  
· The meeting with Nev Brown will be on 24th June at Ben’s unless a bigger venue is needed 
· Ben will confirm details to those who have expressed interest
· It would be useful to clarify with Nev the actual numbers of houses approved and built between 2012 and 2018. 


4.  Walkabouts – feedback and progress
 	    A considerable amount of work has been done with some of the 	 	    write-ups of the Walkabout survey table and the Character Overview 	    complete, but most of the maps are yet to be done in final form.  
	    Agreed
· The boundary between Rural Stow and Pre 1945 Sturton has been adjusted westwards so that the Sturton area now covers Village Farm and the land to the east, which has some ridge and furrow fields and public footpaths.
· Photographs should be selected on the basis of those best illustrating the character and should be cross- referenced to the maps. 
· A numbered list of photographs would be helpful
· We will aim to retain all the photographs, including those not required for the Plan. Gordon will consider the best option for doing so.
· Contact Gordon when the maps are completed and he will get them scanned.
· We should aim to have completed the work by the next meeting 11th July

7.  Any Other Business 
    7.1	   Consultation on Central Lincolnshire Local Plan Review
              Gordon gave a brief overview. The consultation is a reaction to 	  	   changes in government policy in how they work out larger scale  	  	   targets. Under the new equation, Lincolnshire Plan’s target will 	 	   reduce. This has triggered a wider review given what has been  	 	   learned from the existing plan. They are resetting the datum from 	 	   2012 to a 2018 start date. When the new plan is adopted and 	 	   published in 2022 we would need to amend the Neighbourhood 	 	   Plan if any fundamental change. To work out the implications for the 	   two parishes we need to know the actual number of houses approved 	   and built between 2012 and 2018. It would be helpful if Ben could 	   clarify this with Nev Brown when they meet.
